Working with children 
or vulnerable adults?

Many thanks to everyone who managed to 
attend our session on Tuesday 2nd June to 
apply for their PVG. There is another op-
portunity to apply for PVG membership for 
volunteers who currently hold a disclosure 
and work with vulnerable groups in our par-
ish. This last opportunity is on Monday 8th 
June at 6.45pm in Our Lady’s Church. You 
need to bring with you a passport and a driv-
ing licence if you have one, your National 
Insurance number and a current utility bill 
or something which confirms your current 
address.

By the end of June this year anyone work-
ing with children or vulnerable adults in our 
parish must be a member of the PVG ( Pro-
tection of Vulnerable Groups) scheme for 
the job they do in the diocese of Dunkeld. 
If they do not hold a PVG membership then 
they will have to stop their ministry. If you 
are uncertain check with the parish priest or 
Pauline Ward, safeguarding coordinator ( 
01738 449841).
