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that He wasn’t going to
do anything about it be-
cause His hour had not
yet come (Jn 2:4). Then
Jesus changed the water
into wine (Jn 2:9). Did Je-
sus change His mind? Did
Mary talk or pray Jesus
into changing His mind?
Can our prayers get God
to do things for us?

The answer to these
questions is “No.” God
doesn’t change His mind
(see Mal 3:6), and we
don’t have to talk or pray
God into doing things for
us. He loves us so much
that He wants to do for us
much more than we can

and power of Mary’s
prayer and also of our
prayers. Prayer is one of
our major ways of partici-
pating in God’s plan. We
are not just the beneficiar-
ies of the Lord’s work;
we are co-workers with
Him (1 Cor 3:9). We are
not merely incidental to
the Lord’s work; we are
so important that we can
even move up the timing
of God’s plan (see 2 Pt
3:12). Because the Lord
has chosen to make us
important, our prayers are
extremely important. Pray
accordingly.
