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To receive true, profound,
practical teaching on all
that we need to know, we
must be teachable, that
is, docile. It’s easy to be
teachable to the Spirit on
some things, but it takes a
miracle to be teachable in
many areas that the Spirit
teaches. For example, the
Holy Spirit taught the
Gentile Christians of the
early Church about bur-
dens “strictly necessary”
for harmony with the
Jewish Christians (Acts
15:28). All of these bur-
dens were about abstain-
ing from certain practices

about strictly necessary
burdens of abstinence?
Would you let the Spirit
teach you about abstain-
ing from drinking al-
cohol, coffee, or soda;
abstaining from buying
certain things; abstaining
from eating sugar, salt, or
meat; or abstaining from
TV and other forms of
entertainment? Many of
us want the Holy Spirit
to be completely “spir-
itual” and not to teach us
about abstaining in ways
which would impact the
practical details of our
lifestyles.

Shaping a

better society

Dear Brothers and
Sisters in Christ

1. It is the duty of
every Catholic to try to
influence society for the
better. The bishops urge
you, therefore, to ex-
ercise your democratic
right and responsibility
to vote in the forthcom-
ing Scottish Parliamen-
tary elections.

2. Keep in mind that
the Scottish Parliament
now has more powers
than before and has a
greater say, therefore,
in determining the wel-
fare of society. As well
as existing powers over
education and health,
the parliament has been
given more control of the
economy, with greater
ability to raise and lower
taxes. It will also have
responsibility for legisla-
tion regarding abortion
in Scotland.

3. Please make your
views known to the can-
didates and the parties.
You have two votes in
the election. One is for a
constituency MSP, where
your vote allows you to
have a direct say in who
is elected. So scrutinise
the candidates so as to
vote for the person most
compatible with your
views. The second vote
is for a political party.
The party controls who
is on their list and who
is at the top of that list.
You have, therefore, less
control over determin-
ing which individual is
elected. This is a concern
when it comes to mat-
ters of conscience, where
parliament may give a
free vote to MSPs. It is
important, therefore, that
you seek to influence
political parties by mak-

ing your views known to
them.

4. Please bring to this
election the benefits of
the insight that your
Christian faith gives: in-
sight into the dignity of
each person, particularly
the weakest and most
vulnerable; insight into
the value of all human
life from conception to
natural death; insight
into the family as the
fundamental unit of our
society; insight into so-
cial and economic jus-
tice for all; insight into
the care of the common
home we inhabit.

5. To further these
values, you might well
consider it worthwhile
to join a political party.
Do not leave it to oth-
ers to determine the fu-
ture of Scotland. Only
if you use your vote can
you make a difference
and influence our politi-
cal leaders. Catholics in
Scotland should not sim-
ply be passive specta-
tors but should be active
participants in shaping
a better society and in
ensuring that we have a
parliament that appreci-
ates, understands and re-
spects a Christian vision
for Scotland.
