Pope St. John Paul II
taught: “If we look at to-
day’s world, we are struck
by many negative fac-
tors that can lead to pes-
simism. But this feeling
is unjustified: we have
faith in God our Father
and Lord, in His goodness
and mercy” (Mission of
the Redeemer, 86). There-
fore, despite violence and
sin, don’t be pessimistic,
but have even greater
faith. Walk by faith, not
sight (2 Cor 5:7).
