| Santo Nifo

Today is the Feast of
the Santo Nifio in the
Philippines. The devo-
tion to the Santo Niflo
(Holy Child) is the old-
est and one of the most
popular in the Philip-
pines. When Legazpi
landed on the island of
Cebu in 1565, one of his
soldiers found an image
of the Child Jesus. It is
believed to be the same
statue Magellan had
given to the wife of the
chieftain of the island
after her baptism. The
image is venerated today
in the Basilica of Cebu.
For Filipino Catholics
the Holy Child repre-
sents a God who is ac-
cessible to all and can
be approached without
fear. The devotion instils
the virtues of simplicity,
obedience, and trust in
God. At the same time it
calls for mature disciple-
ship and loving service
to all.
