THE HOLY SPIRIT: PRAYER LEADER 3

— Romans 8 26

Jesus said there is
“the necessity of pray-
ing always and not los-
ing heart” (Lk 18:1). We
are to “never cease pray-
ing” (1 Thes 5:17). Jesus

Part 1: History and
Historical Under-
standing of the
Eucharist

This workshop covers
the Eucharist as found in
the New Testament. The
Eucharist is central to the
Liturgy of the Church,
and this workshop looks
at the earliest documents
about its historical ori-
gin.

Part 2: Theology of
the Eucharist and
Living the Faith

This workshop draws
from the first part to
consider the theology of
the New Testament au-
thors and texts. We will
then consider the import
of that theology of the
Eucharist for each au-
thor, how it is reflected
in what they wrote, and
what it therefore means
for a New Testament the-
ology of the Eucharist.

Saints Joachim and Anne

At one time, 26th July was the feast of St Anne
only, but with the new calendar the two feasts of the
parents of the Blessed Virgin Mary have been joined
and are celebrated on this day.

According to writings from about the year 170,
Joachim was a prominent and respected man who
had had no children, and he and his wife, Anne,
looked on this as a punishment from God. In answer
to their prayers, Mary was born and was dedicated
to God at a very early age. From these early Chris-
tian writings have come several of the feast days of
Mary and Anne particularly the Immaculate Concep-
tion, the Nativity of Mary, and her Assumption into
Heaven. Very early also came feast days in honour of
Saints Joachim and Anne. The couple early became
models of Christian marriage, and their meeting at
the Golden Gate in Jerusalem has been a favourite
subject of Christian artists.

Anne is often shown in paintings with Jesus and
Mary and is considered a subject that attracts atten-
tion, since Anne is the grandmother of Jesus. Her two
great shrines - that of Ste. Anne d’Auray in Brittany,
France, and that of Ste. Anne de Beaupre near Que-
bec in Canada - are very popular. We know little else
about the lives of Mary’s parents, but considering the
person of Mary, they must have been two very re-
markable people to have been given such a daughter
and to have played so important a part in the work
of the Redemption. There is a church of St Anne in
Jerusalem and it is believed to be built on the site of
the home of SS. Joachim and Anne, when they lived.
