" THE DOORS

“Open the door.” —Matthew 25:11 - “The door was barred.” —Matthew 25:10

Jesus knocks on the
door of our lives. He says:
“Here I stand, knocking at
the door. If anyone hears
Me calling and opens the
door, I will enter his house
and have supper with
him, and he with Me”
(Rv 3:20). Jesus wants us
to allow Him to know us
personally. He wants us

Those who are not known
by Jesus and do not know
Him will be left outside in
the darkness of hell where
they will wail and grind
their teeth forever (Mt
25:30).

Open the door of your
life to Jesus. He will later
open the door of eternal
life to you.

Trudno ich nie
zauwazy¢.

o pienigdze.  Chgtnie
szukaja miejsc o duzym
przeptywie ludzi, np. w
centrum miasta, blisko
dworcow, by zbieraé
rzucone im penny. Inni,
by wyludzi¢ pienigdze,
zaczepiaja na ulicy Ilub
pukaja do  mieszkan
opowiadajac  zmysSlone
historyjki o swym trag-
icznym  potozeniu. Sa
i tacy w naszym kraju,
ktorzy uwielbiaja metode
»ha wnuczka”, aby od
starszych ludzi wyhudzic¢
nieuczciwie  pienigdze,
czesto odktadane przez
dlugie lata  swojego
zycia. W dawniejszej in-
terpretacji ~ mitosierdzia
odwotywano si¢ do zasady,
ze lepiej daé si¢ naciggnac
dziesi¢¢ razy, niz jeden raz
odmowi¢ pomocy auten-
tycznie potrzebujacemu.

Tam gdzie istnieje auten-
tyczna potrzeba pomocy
chrzescijanin, nawet
kosztem wlasnym, win-
ien spieszy¢ z pomoca.
Jesli jednak $wiadczy ja
wobec ludzi leniwych, to
o$miesza siebie i religig,
ktora wyznaje. Wystepuje
w roli naiwniaka, ktorego
mozna tatwo wykorzystac,
a réwnocze$nie wyrzadza

krzywde temu, komu
pozwala zy¢ cudzym
kosztem. Zasadniczo
nie nalezy wspomagac,
zwlaszcza finansowo,
cztowieka ktorego nie

znamy. Dajac jalmuzne
nalezy dobrze wiedzie¢, w
jaki sposob nasz dar zost-
anie wykorzystany przez
biorgcego. Chodzi o to, by
dajacy nie byt wspotwinny
grzechu, gdy przyjmujacy
ofiarg wykorzysta ja w

ztym celu np. na alkohol
lub narkotyki. Sa sytu-
acje, w ktore nalezy si¢
zaangazowac. To troska o
ludzi niepelosprawnych,
chorych, samotnych, w
podesztym wieku, troska
o sieroty czy rodziny
zagrozone przez alkoho-
lika. Ewangelia nie po-
zwala na przejscie obok
bliznich czekajacych
na pomoc. Cale zagad-
nienie wspotczesnego
mitosierdzia winno by¢
na nowo  gruntownie
przemy$lane 1 ustawione
na ewangelicznym fun-
damencie. Koéciot sktada
si¢ z ludzi $wiadczacych

milosierdzie 1
korzystajacych z
milosierdzia. Ich wza-

jemne wspotzycie musi
by¢ oparte na madrosci.
Chodzi o to, by kazdy
dobry czyn ubogacat
zardbwno dajgcego, jak i
odbierajacego. Tylko taka
pomoc moze by¢ nazwana
ewangeliczng. Chrystus w
przypowiesci o pannach
madrych i glupich zwraca
uwage na to, ze madre
nie podzielily si¢ swoja
oliwa z leniwymi, ktérym
nie chciato si¢ w odpow-
iednim czasie napetnic¢
lamp. Madro$¢ to nie ty-
lko troska o to, by moja
lampa byla pelna i zawsze
gotowa do $wiecenia, ale i
umieje¢tnos$¢ spojrzenia na
innych ludzi i precyzyjne
rozpoznanie ich mot-
ywacji, gdy wyciagna reke
po pomoc.

Zgromadzenie  zakonne
zatlozone  przez  stuge
Bozego Ojca Franciszka
Mari¢ od Krzyza Jordana
8 grudnia 1881 w Rzy-
mie. Do Polski pierwszy
Salwatorianie przybyli w
roku 1900 by w 1903 roku
zatozyC¢ pierwsza na ziemi-
ach polskich placowke w
Trzebini. W 1908 na dru-
giej kapitule dokonano
podziatu zgromadzenia na
cztery prowincje: anglo-
amerykanska, austro-
wegierska  (z  kolegium
w  Trzebini), niemiecka
i latynoamerykanska.
W 1927  erygowano
samodzielng ~ Prowincj¢
Polska. Kilka lat
pézniej w Mikotowie na
Slasku  powstato  kole-
gium ksztatlcagce mtodych
chtopcow pragnacych
obra¢  droge zakonna.

The Society of the Divine Saviour (SDS) - The Salvatorlans

The Founder of the
Salvatorians, the Servant
of God Fr Francis Mary
of the Cross Jordan was
born 16th June 1848, in
a poor, rural family in
Gurtweil, the archdio-
cese of Freiburg. At the
age of 30, he was or-
dained a priest. As a sem-
inarian, he felt that God
was called him to found
the Church’s apostolic

work by fully engaglng
in the apostolic mission
of the Church with the
help of all possible ways
and means. In Rome he
founded the Apostolic
Teaching Society on 8th

December 1881, which
eventually turned into a
religious institute called
the Society of the Divine
Saviour.

1888 with the help and

and participation of the
Blessed Mary of the
Apostles, he founded a
female branch of the As-
sembly, called the Sal-
vatorian Sisters. Father
Jordan was the first su-
perior General of the Sal-
vatorians, permanently
staying at the main house
in Rome. He founded
numerous apostolic insti-
tutions in Europe, Asia,
and America with great
courage.

The last three years
of his life were spent
in Switzerland. It was
a very hidden life, full
of great suffering. He
died at the age of 70 on
8th September 1918. In
1956 his remains were
transported to Rome. His
process of beatification
continues.

The purpose of the
Society is to strengthen,
to defend and to spread
the Catholic faith every-
where in so far as direct-
ed by Divine Providence.
Therefore, by exercising
this ecclesiastical teach-
ing function in word
and writing, it intends to
achieve the end that all
people might know more
and more the one true
God and Him whom He
sent, Jesus Christ (Rule
from 1882).

The Polish Province:
Poland is amongst the 42
countries where Salva-
torians are working. The
first Salvatorians arrived
in Poland 1900. The Pol-
ish Province was found-

edin 1927, and has since
grown to over 450 mem-
bers, which is more than
one-third of the total So-
ciety. The visible expan-
sion of the province in
the 1930’s was halted by
the Second World War. In
1945 in the new post-war
situation,  Salvatorians
took up challenge of the
Episcopate of Poland,
and many priests and
brothers started pastoral
work in the west of Po-
land, which belonged to
Germany before the war.
Also Minor Seminaries
restarted, including some
catering for late voca-
tions, and also retreat
houses and the Union for
the Salvatorian Collabo-
rators was reactivated.

It was only 1968, that
some Salvatorians were
allowed to do mission
work in Tanzania in East
Africa. Since 1997, for-
mation activities have
been dynamically grow-
ing. The members of the
Province are involved in
the following apostolic
works: parish work, pas-
toral care at the foreign
missions, parish missions
and retreats, apostolic
work within the mass-
media, spiritual forma-
tion, academic teach-
ing at the universities,
pastoral youth ministry,
apostolic work abroad,
pastoral work with Pol-
ish people abroad, work
in hospices, chaplaincy
for religious sisters and
brothers, and chaplaincy

The Major Seminary of the Salvatorians, Bagno

in hospitals, schools and
military units.

Currently the members
of the Polish Province
are present in 22 coun-
tries of the world: Alba-
nia, Australia, Brazil, Be-
larus, Canada, Comoros,
Congo, Czech Republic,
England, Germany, Hun-
gary, India, Italy, Liech-
tenstein, Poland, Russia,
Spain, France, Switzer-
land, Tanzania, Ukraine,
USA, and of course, in
Scotland.

Altogether, outside
of Poland there are 172
priests and  brothers.
These are working ap-
ostolically within com-
munities that belong to
the Polish Province or
within other administra-
tive units of the Society.
In the UK we work in
close cooperation with
Salvatorians of the Brit-
ish Pro-Province.

Through all the ways of
working successfully in
the apostolate, the most
important and essential
means is by giving good
example according to the
saying: Words move, ex-
amples lead. All can and
should be good examples
and thus help others to
know and love God, be-
cause “this is the eternal
life that all people should
know the only true God,
and the One whom He
has sent, Jesus Christ” (J
17,3
