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Him (Is 50:6). For love of
you, Jesus did not shield
His face “from buffets and
spitting” (Is 50:6). For
love of you, Jesus obe-
diently accepted “even
death, death on a cross!”
(Phil 2:8) Jesus suffered
and died for love of you!
Almost everyone be-
lieves Jesus died on a
cross. This is a matter of
historical record. Well
over a billion people have
said they believe Jesus
died on a cross for love of
humanity. Yet how many
Christians believe Jesus
died on a cross for love
of each one of them indi-
vidually and personally?
Do you believe that when
Jesus was hanging on the

think He was saying your
name? (see Is 43:1) Do
you believe that He had
your own name written
on the palms of His nailed
hands? (see Is 49:16)

It is hard for us to be-
lieve that Jesus was fo-
cused on each one of us
when He died on the cross,
for we ourselves cannot
be conscious specifically
of more than a very few
people. But Jesus is not
only a human being; He is
God. He can and did die
for you specifically. Jesus
would have died for you
if you were the only per-
son in the world. He loves
you specifically, individu-
ally, personally, and sin-
gularly. Love Him in the
same way.
