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PERFECT TIMING

“Stay with us. It is nearly evening — the day is practically over.’

>

he Jewish people of
Jesus’ time meas-
ured their days not

from morning to night but
from evening to evening.
Thus, Jesus began the day
of His death with the Last
Supper, the first Mass,
and He ended the day
of His resurrection with
the second Mass. After a
Liturgy of the Word (last-
ing for the time it takes to
walk about seven miles),
Jesus “took bread, pro-
nounced the blessing,
then broke the bread and
began to distribute it to
them. With that their eyes
were opened and they rec-
ognized Him” (Lk 24:30-
31).

The early Church real-
ized that Jesus’ timing
of the first two Masses

(Eucharists) was very sig-
nificant. Led by the Spirit
(Jn 16:13), they devoted
themselves to the break-
ing of the bread, that is,
the Mass (Acts 2:42).
Wherever the Church has
emphasized devotion to
the Mass throughout its
history, it has seen the
love, power, and glory of
God.

Therefore, let us fully
enter into the Sunday cel-
ebration of the Mass. May
it be the center of our Sun-
day and of our life. Let us
pray the Mass daily or as
often as possible. Let us
visit the Blessed Sacra-
ment frequently. A life
eucharistically centred is
a life centered on the cru-
cified and risen Christ.

Thoughts for
consideration

It is no accident that
the Risen Christ is dis-
covered in the breaking
of bread which takes
place after the sharing
of stories and questions
on the road. The sharing
of bread and the shar-
ing of stories both bring
people together. People
begin to see things in a
new way. In these experi-
ences. God is discovered.
We discover God in new
ways when we listen to
the stories of people, es-
pecially those who are in
any struggling or in need.
We discover God when
we share our own story.
We discover God in the
sharing of what we have
been given, in the shar-
ing of food. We discover
God in the death and res-
urrection of Jesus and in
the dying and rising of
people today.

The gospel story is a
story of discovery, of
finding God in the unex-
pected. It challenges us
to look for God in the un-
expected — especially in
welcoming the stranger
and the needy and even
in our own vulnerabili-
ties. Maybe, now is the
time for us to learn anew
from the wars in which
we are involved. Maybe
now is a time for us to re-
flect on the needs of im-
migrants and people of

other ethnic and national
backgrounds. Maybe
now is the time for us to
learn from the religious
experience of others and
from their struggle for
justice.

The social teaching of
the church is concerned
with the nourishment
of all the people of the
world — spiritually and
also physically. When-
ever we share the Eucha-
rist — whenever we break
bread together -- we can-
not but be aware of all
those who are hungry.
We cannot but be aware
that all human beings
share a common story.
We cannot but be aware
of our need to share what
we have. We cannot but
be aware of the need for
justice in the world.

One of the important
issues confronting the
people of the world is the
challenge of taking care
of our planet and its envi-
ronment. Pope Francis in
Laudato Si wrote about
this challenge. Maybe
today’s gospel gives
us a model for dealing
with this critical issue.
The two disciples share
their questions and sto-
ries with each other and
then with the stranger on
the road. It is in sharing
stories and questions and
even  disappointments
that they learn and their
eyes are opened. It is
when our human com-
munity shares our sto-
ries and questions and
struggles that we can see
things in a new way and
maybe learn to work to-
gether in a new way for
the common good.

“Our common home is
like a sister with whom
we share our life and a
beautiful mother who
opens her arms to em-
brace us” (Laudato Si,
1). Pope Francis writes
so that we might “enter
into dialogue with all
people about our com-
mon home.”
