On the seventh Sun-
day of Easter, we always
read from the 17th chap-
ter of John’s Gospel. This
chapter of John’s Gospel
comes at the conclusion
of Jesus’ Farewell Dis-
course delivered to the
disciples at the Last Sup-
per. The whole of this
chapter is a prayer of Je-
sus, commending himself
to the Father and express-
ing his care and concern
for his disciples. At the
end of this prayer, Jesus
and his disciples depart
for the garden, and Jesus
is arrested.

Several important
themes appear in this
prayer of Jesus. First, Je-
sus’ prayer reaffirms the
complete union between

Jesus and the Father.
Throughout John’s Gos-
pel, Jesus has been pre-

sented as the one who pre-
existed with the Father
and as the one sent by the
Father to do his work on
earth. In today’s reading,
we hear Jesus ask that the
unity he experiences with
the Father be extended to
all who believe in him. He
prays that we be one with
each other, with him, and
with the Father. We are re-
minded that Christ is the
source of Christian unity.
Through Christ, we are
united with one another
and with God our Father.
Belief is a major theme

in the Gospel of John. It
begins in the prologue and
continues in the response
to Jesus’ signs. Belief is
the reason Jesus performs
signs (2:11, 4:53, 6:69,
9:38) and the reason signs
have been recorded in the
Gospel (20:30-31). Here
Jesus prays not only for
those who believe in him
but for all who will come
to believe in him. And he
prays that the love of the
Father in him may also be
in all who believe so that
Jesus might be in them as
well.

My Dear Brothers
and Sisters in Christ

In his message for Com-
munications Sunday this
year, Pope Francis reminds
us that Communication is
part of God’s plan for us,
allowing us to express and
share all that is true, good,
and beautiful. But he warns
us, that when we yield to
our own pride and selfish-
ness, we can distort our
ability to communicate.

The capacity to twist the
truth is a human failing. To-
day we are witnessing the
spread of what has come to
be known as “fake news”.
This has caused the Pope
to make truth the theme
of this year’s communica-
tions message, when he
urges us to: “contribute to
our shared commitment
to stemming the spread of
fake news and to rediscov-
ering the dignity of jour-
nalism and the personal
responsibility of journalists
to communicate the truth.”

The term “fake news”
refers to the spreading of
disinformation online or in
the traditional media based
on non-existent or distorted
data designed to deceive
and manipulate the reader
by mimicking real news.
Social networks can allow
untrue stories to spread so
quickly that even authorita-
tive denials fail to contain
the damage.

Such disinformation can
discredit and demonise
while fomenting conflict
and spreading arrogance
and hatred. Preventing and
identifying the way dis-
information works calls
for a profound and careful
process of discernment.
So how do we defend
ourselves? The most radi-
cal antidote to the virus of
falsehood is purification by
the truth.

In Christianity, truth is
not just a conceptual reality
that regards how we judge
things, defining them as
true or false. Rather, truth
involves our whole life. In
the Bible, it carries with it

the sense of support, solid-
ity, and trust. We discover
and rediscover the truth
when we experience it
within ourselves in the loy-
alty and trustworthiness of
the One who loves us. This
alone can liberate us, as in
the words of the Gospel ac-
cording to John: “The truth
will set you free”.

To discern the truth, we
need to discern everything
that encourages commun-
ion and promotes good-
ness. I would like to quote
at length from the Pope’s
message and urge you to
read his text in full which is
available on the website of
the Catholic Media Office
at WwWw.scmo.org.

The Pope says; ‘The best
antidotes to falsehoods are
not strategies, but people:
people who are not greedy
but ready to listen, people
who make the effort to en-
gage in sincere dialogue so
that the truth can emerge;
people who are attracted
by goodness and take re-
sponsibility for how they
use language. If responsi-
bility is the answer to the
spread of fake news, then a
weighty responsibility rests
on the shoulders of those
whose job is to provide in-
formation, namely, journal-
ists, the protectors of news.
In today's world, theirs is,
in every sense, not just a
job, it is a mission. Amid
feeding frenzies and the
mad rush for a scoop, they
must remember that the
heart of information is not
the speed with which it is
reported or its audience im-
pact, but persons. Inform-
ing others means forming
others; it means being in
touch with people’s lives.
That is why ensuring the
accuracy of sources and
protecting communication
are real means of promot-
ing goodness, generating
trust, and opening the way
to communion and peace’

I would like, then, to in-
vite everyone to promote
a journalism of peace. By
that, I do not mean the
saccharine kind of jour-

nalism that refuses to ac-
knowledge the existence
of serious problems or
smacks of sentimentalism.
On the contrary, I mean
a journalism that is truth-
ful and opposed to false-
hoods, rhetorical slogans,
and sensational headlines.
A journalism created by
people for people, one that
is at the service of all, espe-
cially those — and they are
the majority in our world —
who have no voice. A jour-
nalism less concentrated
on breaking news than on
exploring the underlying
causes of conflicts, in order
to promote deeper under-
standing and contribute to
their resolution by setting
in place virtuous processes.
A journalism committed to
pointing out alternatives to
the escalation of shouting
matches and verbal vio-
lence.’

With these words, Pope
Francis has bravely pro-
posed to the world a jour-
nalism which we experi-
ence only too rarely, a
journalism of moral and
professional integrity
which communicates the
whole truth and respects
the dignity of the people
in the news and the people
who receive the news.

On this Communica-
tions Sunday, I ask you to
be partners in this quest
for truth, by becoming dis-
cerning consumers of news
media, regular readers of
our Catholic press and
generous supporters of the
church’s dedicated commu-
nications staff. On behalf of
the Bishops of Scotland, I
invite you to donate gener-
ously to today’s collection
which funds our Scottish
Catholic Media Office.
