My dear sisters and brothers in Christ

m delighted and fortunate to have
inherited a building soaked in prayer,
dwith a real atmosphere of devotion,

bullt up by years of our forebears praying in
them. There is no recipe or instant success -
even when a new parish priest arrives. But,
we can make a start. In our Tradition, wor-
ship is the essence of mission. If our worship
and prayer reach new heights, we might find
to our surprise that we have something to
communicate and the courage to share it.

As Catholics, we be-
lieve that Christ is truly
and substantially pre-
sent in the FEucharist,
the Blessed Sacrament
is given the same adora-
tion and devotion that is
accorded to Christ. Jesus
waits for us in the Bless-
ed Sacrament. He waits
for our little Acts of faith,
adoration, love, thanks-
giving, repentance, repa-
ration and charity that we
can offer Him as we con-
template -- His Divine
Majesty -- in the Blessed
Sacrament.

St Alphonsus Liguori

The Eucharist is a price-
less treasure: By not only
celebrating the Eucha-
rist, but also by praying

before It outside of Mass,
we are enabled to make
contact with the very
wellsprings of Grace...”

Day and night Jesus
dwells in the Blessed
Sacrament because of
His Infinite love for us!

How must we respond?
Through our worship and
recognition of Him in the
Eucharist! He is calling
us to faith, that we many
come to Him in humility.
Let us love being with
the Lord! There we can
speak with Him about
everything. We can of-
fer Him our petitions, our
concerns, our troubles,
our joys, our gratitude,
our disappointments, our
needs and our aspira-
tions.
