The pOSSIbIlIty of becoming lost

My dear sisters
and brothers in Christ

“Football isn't a
matter of life or
death, it'’s much
more important
than that.”— Bill
Shankly

That is a misquotation.
The real quotation was
said by Liverpool F.C.
manager Bill Shankly in
1981 on a Granada Tel-
evision talk show called
‘Live from Two’ hosted
by Shelley Rohde, and
it was “Someone said
‘football is more impor-
tant than life and death
to you’ and I said ‘Lis-
ten, it’s more important
than that’.”

Today in the Gospel,
we do encounter some-
thing more important
than life or death, name-
ly, where we will spend
eternity: The question
of eternal life or eternal
death.

A man asks Jesus,
“Lord, will only a few
people be saved?” Will
only a few people get

to heaven or will almost
everyone make it? One
reading favours an op-
timistic answer. Jesus
speaks about people
coming “from east and
west, north and south”
to “recline at the table
in the kingdom of God.”
People hear verses like
that and conclude that
it is fairly easy to get
into heaven that a per-
son would have to foul
up “big time” in order to
wind up in hell. That is a
comforting view.

Jesus, however, says

something else in to-
day’s Gospel. He says,
“Strive to enter by the
narrow gate.” And he
speaks

Cardinal Hans Urs
von Balthasar - who was
one of the gentlest of all
theologians - put it this
way: “It is indispensa-
ble that every individual
Christian be confronted,
in the greatest serious-
ness, with the possibility
of his becoming lost.”

The possibility of be-
ing lost - eternally - is
the one matter more
important than life or
death. We can see it in
the life of St Francis
de Sales. When he was
a young man, he went
through a time of terri-
ble anguish. He had the
strong impression of be-
ing excluded from the
saved, of being destined
for eternal damnation.
One afternoon in Janu-
ary, Francis entered a
church. He knelt in front
of an image of Our Lady
and made an act of total
abandonment to God.
He threw himself on the
mercy of God and in-
sisted that he would love
God - no matter where
he might wind up after
death. His fear left him
and when he stood up,
he later wrote, his an-
guish fell from him “like
scales from a leper.” He
felt re-born.

Francis de Sales en-

St Francis de Sales
tered the seminary and
as a priest - and later as
a bishop - he brought a
significant part of Eu-
rope back into the Cath-
olic Faith. When people
met him and listened
to him speak, he com-
municated to them the
seriousness of this life:
That each person has to
make a choice - a choice
more important than life
or death.

Jesus invites us to
make that choice today.
He warns that the gate
1S narrow, that some
who seem to be in first
place now, will wind up
last. And vice-a-versa.
In the words of our sec-
ond reading, “So hold
up your limp arms and
steady your trembling
knees.” ““..do not get dis-
couraged when he repri-
mands you.”

What is at stake is
something more impor-
tant than life or death.

My dear parishioners,

Bishop Robson has asked that St John’s, Perth
takes care now of the Polish Community in Dundee
centred in St Joseph’s Church. This will mean we are
responsible for a 6th Sunday Mass each weekend in
Dundee. So, overall we have 7 Masses each Saturday/
Sunday. (1 Morning Mass on Saturday and a further
6 over the weekend). As, Parish Priest, I intend to
monitor the reasonableness of this closely.

As, 1 have indicated before immediately after my
arrival issues with the Church heating system needed
addressed. It is a work in progress. I have indicated
to the Diocesan Fabric & Finance board that we may
seek permission to spend around £35,000 to do more
than simply mend and patch.

A proposal would be to replace pipe work in or-
der to by-pass an undetected constant water leak
and replace and install new radiators following an
analysis of the size of the Church. The house heating
and Church heating are connected something that is
not found elsewhere. I'm sure we can sort this out
to allow our parish Church to continue to reflect the
“Throne of God”, from which God administers His
love, Mercy, Compassion, Forgiveness, Healing and
Blessings upon his Beloved People.

I hope you’ve enjoyed the Summer and I wish all
those pupils and staff starting a new academic year,
especially at our parish school St John’s Academy,
every success and joy.

Always remember, the endeavours of any parish
derive from one source: The Holy Eucharist. How
silently the Lord comes amongst us as food for our
souls. Like a loving embrace, offering gentle encour-
agement, the Lord touches our lives through the Sa-
cred Liturgy. I confidently entrust each and every one
of you to the maternal care of Our Blessed Mother.

Contemplate the words of CS Lewis from
The Joyful Christian: “There are no ordinary
people. You have never talked to a mere
mortal. Nations, cultures, arts, civilization —
these are mortal, and their life is to ours as
the life of a gnat. But it is immortals whom
we joke with, work with, marry, snub, and
exploit — immortal horrors or everlasting
splendours.

This does not mean that we are to be perpetu-
ally solemn. We must play. But our merriment
must be of that kind (and it is, in fact, the
merriest kind) which exists between people
who have, from the outset, taken each other
seriously — no flippancy, no superiority, no
presumption. And our charity must be a real
and costly love, with deep feeling for the sins
in spite of which we love the sinner — no mere
tolerance or indulgence which parodies love
as flippancy parodies merriment.

Next to the Blessed Sacrament itself, your
neighbour is the holiest object presented to
your senses.”

Thus, due to the dignity of our neighbour
please be mindful of the Holy Mass Etiquette
here in St John’s.

How we act at Mass should help us pray, listen
and worship as well as help our neighbours do
the same.

We should remember:
1. That Mass is holy.

2. To be on time. It is distracting when
people arrive late to Mass. If you are
delayed or late, be thoughtful of others so
as not to disturb those already into the
prayer of the Mass.

To turn mobile phones off.

4. To remove chewing gum from your
mouth AND dispose of it in a PROPER
manner (not on the floor or pews).

5. To genuflect toward the tabernacle
before sitting down. Genuflecting is
bending the right knee to the floor and
rising up again. If one is physically
incapable of genuflecting, they should
instead make a profound bow.

The purpose of this is to show respect to
our King and to acknowledge His Presence
in the tabernacle.

6. To sit quietly. Once we have found a seat,
we should sit or kneel quietly to pray or
meditate. This is not the time to socialise
with our friends. If we must talk quietly,
we should make it brief. The purpose of
this is again to show respect for the
Blessed Sacrament, and to show that WE
BELIEVE HE IS TRULY PRESENT—Body,
Blood, Soul and Divinity! If we do not
believe this, we need to be considerate
of those who do, and use the quiet time
to contemplate this Truth.

7. To stay until the end of Mass. Judas was
the first one to leave Mass early at the
Last Supper. Let us not follow in his
footsteps. Mass ends when the priest says:
“The Mass is ended, go in peace” and we
say: “Thanks be to God.” It is most polite
to stay in our pews until the end of the
recessional hymn. Emergencies will arise
from time to time; in such cases, we
should be as discreet as possible so as
not to disrupt the Mass that has not yet
ended. Courtesy and manners cost you
nothing.

8. To reverently, gently, and silently leave
the church. Again, this is to show respect
of our Lord in the Blessed Sacrament.

There ,is a custom where some stay
several minutes after in thanksgiving

for the Eucharist they have just received;
the church should also be quiet out of
respect for this deep union taking

place. We can talk all we want once

we are outside, and we are

each other at
after
