The strong imagery
of the Gospel story of
Zacchaeus is not meant
simply to tickle imagi-
nation, and offer a mo-
ment of colourful en-
tertainment, but rather
to call us to reflect on
the nature of sinful hu-
manity, the nature of
conversion, the nature
of ever-embracing love
of God. Let’s look at
the nature of sinful hu-
manity. While human-
ity is sinful -each of us
affected by original sin
and by the sins we our-
selves commit -there is
a spark of dignity that
we have simply because
we have been created
by God. The handprint
of God is still on us, on
every person, regardless
of the goodness or evil
we have committed.

did not
sycamore

Zacchaeus
climb that

only out of curiosity,
but because that spark

of dignity
was fanned by the
Holy  Spirit.  Unbe-

knownst to Zacchaeus,
he was not just curi-
ous; he hungered to see
Goodness pass by, to
have a glimpse of God.
And that spark took fire
and brought about con-
version.

This brings us to the
second point for re-
flection: the nature of
conversion. True con-
version is not rooted in
fear; it is rooted in the
realization that we are
loved, and that love is
worth more than sin.
Zacchaeus was willing
to lose everything of
his past life just to have
the Lord stay with him,
not just in his house,
but in his heart, in his
life, when he promised
to repay four-fold any-
thing he had extorted.
Our own conversion
may not be as immedi-
ate Zacchaeus’, but if

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we look at the Lord as
the God who loves us
-who died for us while
we were still sinners,
as St.
Paul tells us in his let-
ter to the Romans -if we
reflect upon that reality
more than fear the real-
ity of punishment, we
will find a much fuller
conversion than what
fear can bring about.

Zacchaeus did not
change because he was
afraid; he changed be-
cause he was loved.
Jesus Christ loves us
no less than he did Zac-
chaeus; are we smart
enough to come down
and let that love change
us? And, speaking of
the love of Christ, it
brings us to the third
point the ever-embrac-
ing love of God. We are
always happy that God
has a wide embrace
when that wide embrace
pulls us in from fringes
of Christian life, where
we have not been at our
best, or maybe even
when we have been at
our worst. We are grate-
ful for the patience of
God in allowing us time
to grow in conversion.

However, we are
not always happy with
God’s wide embrace
when we are safely
standing right before
God and that wide em-

brace is gathering in

other people on the
fringes who are differ-
ent than we, people who
aren’t yet the finished
product of Christian
life. We are not quite so
patient with these Zac-
chaeuses when they are
caught up in the merci-
ful embrace of God. We
aren’t so happy to see
people whose sins are
not the same as ours,
or who do not fit our
description of whom
should be at table with
the Lord. Or a person
who has wronged us
who is climbing down
from the tree to feed the
Lord. Maybe we have
to realise that God’s
embrace does not have
holes to filter out the

people we want outside
of it. If God is embrac-
ing us, we have to ac-
cept all who are caught
up with us. Maybe
conversion isn’t simply
needed by the Zaccha-
euses descending from
the trees, but by us, for
if we want to eat with
the Lord, we have to eat
with sinners not of our
own liking. Maybe we
have to see ourselves as
Zacchaeus, and to see
if we are the self-right-
eous who do not want a
sinner near us. Maybe
we need to see our-
selves as Christ, with an
embrace wide enough
to accept anyone look-
ing for the Lord.

The Society of the Divine
Saviour - SDS
(The Salvatorians)

The Founder of the Salvatorians, the Servant
of God, Fr Francis Mary of the Cross Jordan.
Was born 16th June 1848, in the poor, rural fam-
ily in Gurtweil, the archidiocese of Freiburg.
At the age of 30, he was ordined a priest. As
aseminarian, he felt that God was called him
to found the Church’s apostolic work by fully
engaging in the apostolic mission of the Church
with the help of all possible ways and means. In
Rome he founded the Apostolic Teaching Soci-
ety on 8th December 1881, which eventually
turned into a religious institute called the So-
ciety of the Divine Saviour. On 8th December
1888, with the help and and participation of the
BI. Mary of the Apostles, he founded a female
branch of the Assembly, called the Salvatorian
Sisters. Father Jordan was the first superior
General of the Salvatorians, permanently stay-
ing at the main house in Rome. He founded nu-
merous apostolic institutions in Europe, Asia,
and America with great courage. The last three
years of his life were spent in Switzerland.
It was a very hidden life, full of great suffer-
ing. He died at the age of 70 on 8th September
1918. In 1956 his remains were transported to
Rome. His proces of beatification is in progres.
On 14th January 2011 the Holy Father Ben-
edict XVI has instructed the Congregation for
the promulgation of the decree on the heroic

virtues of the Servant of God, Francis Mary of
the Cross Jordan. The purpose of the Society is
to strengthen, to defend and to spread the Cath-
olic faith everywhere in so far as this is com-
mitted to it by Divine Providence. Therefore,
by exercising this ecclesiastical teaching func-
tion in word and writing, it intends to achieve
the end that all people might know more and
more the one true God and Him whom He sent,
Jesus Christ (Rule from 1882).

The Polish Province: Poland is amongst the
42 countries where Salvatorians are working.
The frst Salvatorians arrived in Poland 1900.
The Polish Province was founded in 1927, and
has since grown to over 470 members, which
is more than on-third of the total Society. The
visible expansion of the province in the ‘30s
was halted by the Second World War. However
amongst the many initiatives since the period
of war occupancy, one that is worth mention-
ing is the underground teaching carried out in
Krakow-Zakrzowek. The results were visible
after the war, after 1945. In the new post-war
situation, Salvatorians took up challenge of the
Episcopate of Poland, and many priests and
brothers started pastoral work in the west od
Poland, which belonged to Germany before the
war. Also Minor Seminaries restarted, includ-
ing some catering for late vocations, and also
retreat houses and the Union for the Salvato-
rian Collaborators was reactivated. It was only
1968, that some Salvatorians were allowed to
do mission work in Tanzania in East Aftica.

Since 1997, formation activities have been dy-
namically growing. The members of the Prov-
ince are involved in the following apostolic
works: parish work, pastoral care at the foreign
missions, parish missions and retreats, apos-
tolic work within the mass-media, spiritual for-
mation, academic teaching at the universities,
pastoral youth ministry, apostolic work abroad,
pastoral work with Polish people abroad, work
in hospices, chaplaincy for religious sisters and
brothers, and chaplaincy in hospitals, schools
and military units. Currently the members of
the Polish Province are present in 22 countries
of the world: Albania, Australia, Brazil, Byelo-
russia, Canada, Comoro, Congo, Czech Repub-
lic, England, Germany, Hungary, India, Italy,
Liechtenstein, Poland, Russia, Spain, France,
Switzerland, Tanzania, Ukraine, USA, and of
course, in Scotland. Altogether, outside of Po-
land there are 172 priest and brothers. These
are working apostolically within communities
that belong to the Polish Province or within
other administrative units of the Society. In the
UK we work in close cooperation with Salva-
torians of the British Pro-Province. Through all
the ways of working succesfully in the aposto-
late, the most important and essential means is
by giving good example according to the say-
ing: Words move, examples lead. All can and
should be good examples and thus help others
to know and love God, because ,,this is the eter-
nal life that all people should know the only
true God, and the One whom He has sent, Jesus
Christ” (J 17.3).

Servant of God Dorothy Day

Dorothy Day was an American journalist who co-
founded the Catholic Worker Movement, born on

8 November 1897, and died 29 November 1980.
Praised by Pope Francis during his visit to the USA
for her ‘social activism, her passion for justice and
for the cause of the oppressed, were inspired by the
Gospel, her faith, and the example of the saints.’ Her
cause for canonisation is open.
