Coming to Mass, vis-
iting the Blessed Sacra-
ment and communing

with the angels and
saints is probably the
closest that we shall
ever get to coming
‘home’, at least on this
side of Heaven. And
home is exactly how
we should see a church
or chapel where a flick-
ering lamp tells us that
Our Lord in is residence
and waiting to receive
us into His royal Pres-
ence. This is a King
who has ennobled us
by pouring a participa-
tion in His own life into
our hearts in Baptism;
a King who invites us
into intimate union with
Him by feeding us with
His own Body. The new
Holy of Holies is to be
found in the Altar, on
which Our Lord makes
Himself present at eve-
ry Mass, and where He
remains day and night
in the Tabernacle. A
Catholic church, then,
is a holy place, and
when our friends tell us
that they do not need a
church to pray in — that
they can do it just as
well on a hillside or in
the bath — then we can
say to them: Yes, it is

always a good thing to
pray wherever you are
and whenever you can.
But there is nowhere
else on earth today
where we find Our Lord
present in the same way
that He is present on the
Altar and in the Taber-
nacle.

At the same time, of
course, we always have
to be careful to ensure
that familiarity never
breeds contempt. In
the Gospel, Our Lord
expels the racketeering
traders from the Tem-
ple because they have
profaned the House
of His Father. As He
drives them out with a
homemade whip, the
disciples are reminded
of a verse from Psalm
68: “Zeal for thy house
hath devoured me.” On
the practical level, zeal
for the Father’s House
means that we should
certainly make every ef-
fort to act accordingly
in any place that is con-
secrated to the worship
of God, doing our best
to arrive on time for
Holy Mass and respect-
ing the sacred purpose
of our surroundings.
Parents should teach
their children to genu-
flect and to receive Holy
Communion with real
devotion and set a good
example by making a
prayer of thanksgiving
with them afterwards.

Children’s Liturgy, but
it is certainly not com-
pulsory for all children,
some of whom are capa-
ble of enduring a whole
sermon  without so
much as a single yawn
or a squeal!

But Our Lord’s
cleansing of the Temple
is not primarily a lesson
about outward decorum
in church. It relates very
much to our interior
dispositions. After all,
thanks to our Baptism,
each one of us is a liv-
ing Temple of the Holy
Ghost. As such we have
to be purged of every-
thing that does not be-
long. The Holy Ghost
cannot be expected to
co-habit with gossip,
unkindness and conceit.
Our Lord gives us the
example of an impec-
cably punctilious Phari-
see who is so proud of
his own piety and yet
defiles the Temple by
looking down on a de-
spised publican who is
too ashamed to lift his
head. It is the publican
who returns home in
favour with God. We
are all of us called to
be united in charity as
God’s chosen people.

Teas after the

Monday 27th January is the day for everyone
to remember the six million Jews murdered in the
Holocaust, and the millions of people killed under
Nazi Persecution, and in the genocides which fol-
lowed in Cambodia, Rwanda, Bosnia, and Darfur.
January 27th marks the liberation of Auschwitz-
Birkenau, the largest Nazi death camp. In 2020 we
will commemorate the 75th anniversary.

To most people there would have been nothing
remarkable about Frank Foley, a quiet, unassum-
ing immigration official, working in the British
Passport Control Office in Germany. In fact, he
was Britain’s most senior spy in Berlin — a devout
Catholic man of unyielding principle, who is now
known to have saved some 10,000 Jewish lives.
He went to extraordinary lengths, at unimagina-
ble risk to his own life, to hide victims and falsify
documentation.

When he passed away in 1958 he had not uttered
a word about what he had achieved to anyone. It
was only later that evidence of his heroism came
to light and he was awarded the title “Righteous
Among the Nations”. He never considered himself
a hero — he saw tragedy unfolding and simply did
what he could to shine a little light in the darkness.
You have to make music with what is left.

The Holocaust is now 75 years — a lifetime —
away, and the time when there will be no more
survivors left to share their experiences draws ever
closer. Let us resolve to stand together so that their
legacy will be a society of optimism, cooperation,
and compassion.
