The Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ Sunday
A : I am the living bread that came down from

heaven! We know the saying, ‘you are what you eat.’
In the Eucharist, in the words of the gospel reading
of today, it stands out clearly. In the old dispensation,
during the journey of the people through the desert,
God provided them manna which sustained them.
They are to gather the measure that will serve their
daily need. By the next morning, those who gathered
excess quantity discovered that the remaining has
gone bad. In the words of Jesus, ‘not like the bread
the fathers ate, and died.’ Yes, the manna they ate was
subject to decay. Jesus offered us himself. As was
prophesied in Psalm 16, the Lord did not let his
servant see corruption or decay. He is life and lives
forever. His body did not decay. That is the same
Body and Blood, he offered us as food on the Last
Supper night, which we celebrate and receive daily
in the Eucharist. Because he lives, we who receive
him worthily, will live. Let us draw near his table,
offer this sacrifice, and feed on the banquet of
heaven, and so, live in Christ now, and in eternity,
live with him forever.
